Waterset Blvd. South To North, Milestone East, Mayport Park

29. Ensure fungus spots have been treated on
the northbound lanes near the southern end
of Waterset Blvd. There is also not much
mulch in the tree rings in this area of the

property.

30.In the fourth bed of Sabals on the southern
median on Waterset Blvd. north of Paradiso,
one of five Sabals is dead. Sunrise to prepare
a proposal for its replacement. Match size.

31.Test samples did not get taken in time to
provide a reliable result, so Sunrise is going
to try to collect tissue samples to determine
the cause of death in the middle Pindo Palm
on the Waterset median just south of
Milestone. Preventative measures need to be
taken to protect the remaining two. Sunrise to
provide a proposal to replace the Pindo with a
Bismarck, similar size.

32.Delineate the bed lines from the turf lines at
the wave walls at the intersection of Milestone
& Waterset.

33.The Zoysia is invading the Perennial Peanut
at the wave walls in a major way.

34.North of Milestone on Waterset median, the
northern-most Sabal in the first bed of Sabals
needs to be replaced. Sunrise to provide a
proposal. Same size.

35. Cut back Lantana Montevidensis beds at
Waterset & Covington Stone.

36. There is still a small Sabal Palm at the edge
of the wetland along Milestone approaching
Covington Garden Dr. that needs to be
removed. Do not replace.

37.Inspect and treat turf on Nestall cul-de-sac. It
appears to be a fungal infection. Also treat
dollar weed here.

38.Inspect and treat accordingly a large brown
patch in the turf behind the Milestone Park
between the berm and Nestall homes.

39. At Milestone Park, there is an irrigation blow
out where sidewalk comes out to the curb.
(Pic 39)

40. The weeds between the Sandankwa & fence
line of Green Energy Tract need to be
removed.

41.The irrigation valve boxes on the NE corner of
the south portion of Hourglass Park still need
to be replaced. It was also reported the valves
in this area were turned off. We do not know
for how long. I'm not sure why this wasn’t
inspected and reported when turf began to dry
out. Also during the course of this inspection,
a faulty flush valve in one of the quarter circle
beds was reported to Ballenger for repair.

42. Treat weeds in the Mayport Park berm.

43.Check the pocket park at Futura and Tideline
for Palm boots.

44.Weed the Trailing Lantana in the side yard
landscape bed on the NE corner of the
Covington Garden roundabout.

45. Cut back some of the Pentas on the
Covington Garden roundabout.
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Covington Garden Drive South, Lakeside Amenity, Lantern Park

46. Monitor a Sabal Palm on the southbound :
October 2016

lanes of Covington Garden Dr. south of the
Roundabout. (Pic 46) ~

47.Remove trees traps from the tree form
Loropetalum at Lantern View Park.

48. Requesting an update on the condition of the
Tibouchina at Lantern Park. Are they failing

due to full sun and wind exposure or is there
another factor?

49.I've asked Sunrise to submit a tissue sample ‘ ;
of the Walter’s Viburnum surrounding the dog P e
park to the Hills. Co. Extension Agent for ' - ~
testing.

50.Remove all dead/dying Variegated Ginger at
the Splash Pad

51. Compare past photos of the Foxtail Palm at
the corner of the restroom facility at the
Lakeside Amenity to see if it is leaning more.
Doesn’t appear to be worsening. (Pic 51 >)

52.Monitor Foxtail Palm crowns next month for
off-color crowns.

53.Remove weeds in Lava Rock surrounding
Rock-n-Roll Bowl.

54. Trim Walter’s Viburnum at Lakeside Amenity
exit by a foot and a half. Inspect turf in ROW.
